2. Must have an overall grade point average of 2.5/4.0 or equivalent for collegiate applicants; high school seniors must have an overall grade point average of 3.0/4.0 or equivalent.

3. Is not receiving full funding for education from another organization (e.g. members of the Armed Services attending US Military Academies, students receiving full tuition reimbursement from an employer).

4. Must be an active and financially up to date member of NSBE or NSBE Jr. 

5. Must reside in Houston or live in the surrounding counties.
